With the recent release of the moed
Taillss, t he US Air Forcei
experiencing a wekkarned moment in the
spotlightof exemplary military courage and
achievement Thanks to movies and television
America has long been aware of thdomitable
feats of the Armyos |
US Navy has paigublictribute to a number of
its Black heroes such as Dorie Miller at Pearl
Harbor andLeonard Roy Harmoat
Guadalcanal But the United States Marine
Corps, the last military branch to accept Black
soldiers, had not honored its valiant Black
warriors . . . until now.

In October 201 Congress voted2271 0 to
grant the Montford Point Marinef)e Marine
Corpso6 first Bl ack f|
civilian honori the Congressional Medal of
Honor. According to the legislation, a single
gold medalto be displayed permanently at the
Smithsonianwill be awarded to the Montford
Point Marines, collectively, "in recognition of
their personal sacrifice and service to their
country.”

Medal recipientsncluderetired Sergeant
Bennie John Covington, tHest cousin of our
own Commander Franklin Jackson.

Marine Commandant Gen. James Amos
expressed his support for the medal, saying
a letter to lawmakers that the Montford Poin
Marines "served with distinction in three of t
bloodiest battles in the PacificSaipan, Iwo
Jima, and Okinawa," "defended a society th
enjoyed freedoms thadid not share" and
“contributed, in large measure, to President
Truman's decision to order the desegregatic
of the Armed Forces in 1948."

About 20,000 African American Marines
received training at Montford Point between
1942 and 1949 The Montford Poith Marines
fought an enemy abroad and injustice at
home," Rep. Brad Miller (IN.C.) said during
House consideration of the measure.

U James Herman Banning earned his pilot license in the
early 1930s and emerged as one of the most prominer
black stunt pilots of the time.

These aviators ignited and fanned the flames of desire foi
other African Americans to becomagiators. This strong desire
to fly and defend their country in time of need (World War I1)
to the Tuskegee Project and the Tuskegee Airmen whom we
celebrate today.
